Presenting Accessible Video, TV, DVD or Film

· Make sure the sound quality is not distorted.  For example, there is minimal background noise, or there is minimal visual activity for interpreters.

· Make sure there is captioning (either live or pre-recorded).  

· Read any captions, which are not spoken on the video.

· Provide adequate commentary to inform visually impaired viewers what is happening.  

· Position the display screen where every individual can see it. 

· Make sure the display screen is large enough and you use the proper number of displays.

· Provide participants with an alternative format, such as electronic, print, or audiotaped versions.
